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MEMORIA DAS MEMORIAS

O Volume IX das Memorias do Instituto
Oswaldo Cruz (ou Tomo como era chamado
na epoca), referente ao ano de 1917, consta de
um fasciculo com 154 paginas e 32 estampas
com numerosas figuras — desenhos, micro-
fotografias e fotografias — retratando trabalhos,
respectivamente, de Lauro Travassos, Adolpho
Lutz, Gomes de Faria e Aristides Marques da
Cunha, novamente Adolpho Lutz, Maraginos
Torres, Marques da Cunha e¢ Olympio da
Fonseca ¢ de Cardoso Fontes, cujos titulos
podem ser vistos no fac simile do sumario desse
volume reproduzido no final desta resenha.

O fasciculo comega com um longoe trabalho
de Lauro Travassos da série “Contribuigoes
para o conhecimento da fauna helmintolojica
brazileira. VI. Revisdo dos acantocefalos
brazileiros” que na Parte I trata da Famiha
Gigantorhynchidae Hamann 1892, constando
de uma introdugido sobre a estrutura, da
sistematica e da chave para classificagdo dos
acantocéfalos, seguidas do catalogo da familia
Gigantorhynchidae, com destaque para a lista
das espécies brasiieiras. Nesse trabalho que
toma as primeiras 62 paginas do fasciculo, com
24 estampas compostas por 148 figuras, pode
ser vista a enorme contribuigio de Travassos
pelo numero de espécies por ele descritas.

No trabalho seguinte Adolpho Lutz faz a
sua “Terceira contribuigido para o conhecimento
das especies brazileiras do genero Simulium.
O pium do norte (Simulium amazonicum)”
descrito por Goeldi em 1905. Lutz compara
essa espécic com outra por ele descrita em
1910, oriunda de Lassance, acreditando tratar-
s¢ da mesma espécie muito disseminada no
pais, cuja alteragao da cor do corpo atribui a
depdsito de hemoglobina em diferentes
concentragées, dependendo da maior ou menor
hemolise do sangue ingerido. Faz experiéncias
deixando-se picar pelo Simulium e fazendo-os
picar outra pessoa e cavalos, concluindo que
os simulideos que o picaram n3o hemolisaram
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0 seu sangue, enquanto que os que picaram a
outra pessoa € 0s gue picaram os cavalos
hemolisaram facilmente o sangue, mostrando
depdsito de hemoglobina e conseqlientemente
diferenga de cor no dia seguinte. Quem sabe
se esta hemolise verificada por Lutz ndo seria
o que se atribui hoje a “Sindrome Hemorragica
de Altamira”, possivelmente em pessoas
sensibilizadas por picadas de simulideos na
Amazonia? Este curto trabalho, onde Lutz
analisa outras espécies de Simulium, vale a
pena ser lido como uma pega da mais pura
observacdo cientifica.

Gomes de Faria e Aristides Marques da
Cunha assinam o minucioso trabalho “Estudos
sobre 0 Microplancton da baia do Rio de Janeiro
¢ suas imediagdes” o qual segue os dois
anteriores. £ interessante notar que este
trabalho, como ja referi em Memoria das
Memorias do ano passado a um trabalho de
Olympio da Fonseca, no volume VIl de 1916,
apresenta uma estrutura mats atual com '’
Introdugio, Matenal e Métodos e Bibliografia.
Parece que uma nova orientagdo editorial das
Memorias ocorreu a partir de 1917 (quando
sain 0 volume VIII de 1916). Sena a influéncia
da nova diregio de Carlos Chagas?

Na pagina 94 volta Lutz com outro trabalho
agora sobre “Contribui¢ges ao conhecimento
dos Oestrideos brazileiros” com uma introdugio
¢ a descrigdo dos geéneros “Cuterebra”, “Ro-
genhofera”, “Pseudogametes™, “Dermatobia™ ¢
“Gastrophilus™. O trabalho ¢ i1lustrado com trés
belas estampas de desenhos de Rud Fischer

que mais parecem fotografias perfeitas.

Chegamos a um dos mais importantes tra-
balhos sobre patologia da doenga de Chagas,
“Estudo do miocardio na molestia de Chagas
(forma aguda). I — Alteragdes da fibra muscu-
lar cardiaca” de autoria de Magarinos Torres.
Na introdugio desse trabalho o autor faz uma
extensa revisao da hiteratura desde a descoberta
de Carlos Chagas ate trabalhos pouco
divulgados, comparando seus achados com
lesbes cardiacas de outra natureza. Em “Mate-
rial e métodos de pesquisas™ faz um minucioso
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estudo de quatro casos agudos humanos
necropsiados, comparando-os com um estudo
experimental feito em 18 cies agudamente
infectados ¢ mortos entre 8 ¢ 30 dias de
infecgdo. Compara ainda esses resultados como
s¢ fora um grupo controle de cobaios, cies e
coelhos inoculados com toxina diftérica e
adrenalina associada ao sulfato de sparteina.
Estuda entdo as “lezbes diretamente causadas
pelo 7. cruzi” e “outras lesdes da fibra mus-
cular cardiaca prezentes” como a “dejeneragdo
ceroide”, “dejeneragdo granuloza” e “deje-
neragdo gorduroza”, concluindo que “as lezdes
da fibra muscular cardiaca determinadas pelo
7. cruzi, sdo de ordem mecanica” e que “ndo
foi encontrado um aspecto qualquer que
indicasse uma ag¢do de ordem toxica”. Quanto
as outras lesGes como a “dejeneragdo ceroide”
conclul que “ndo € uma lezdo causada pelo T.
cruzi de um modo direto” como na diftena,
febre tifoide, infecgdo pelo streptococo, influ-
enza ¢ intoxicagldo experimental pela adre-
nalina, “reprezenta ella a consequiencia de
perturbagdes da circulagdo”. Finalmente quanto
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a patogenia da molestia de Chagas, uma pérola
de observacgdo: “Por maior que seja o aglo-
merado de corpusculos leishmaniformes e por
mais avantajada que se torme a dilatagio da
fibra muscular assim provocada, ao seu nivel
ndo se observa o minimo indicio de reagio
inflamatoria. Isto, enquanto o aglomerado néo
se romper, ¢ a fibra muscular mantiver a sua
integridade perfeita”. “Rompido o aglomerado,
surje a lezdo inicial, que também ¢é a de mais
importancia a patojenese da miocardite nesta
doenga”. llustram o trabalho duas estampas
com nove figuras desenhadas por Castro Silva.

Encerram esse volume dois curtos trabalhos,
um de Anstides Margques da Cunha e Olympio
da Fonseca sobre “O microplancton do
Atlantico nas imediagbes de Mar Del Plata”
“Estudos sobre tuberculose” de autoria de
Cardoso Fontes, tratando sobre hipersen-
sibilidade na tuberculose ¢ sobre a toxicidade,
hipersensibilidade e imunidade antituber-
culinica, ilustrado com trés fotografias de
reagdes cutineas.
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serio publicadas em faciculos, que nao aparecerao em
datas fixas. No minimo, aparecerd um volume por ano.

NOTICE TO CONTRIBUTORS

The Memérias do Instituto Oswaldo Cruz publishes original research in English in the fields of parasitology
(including protozoology, helminthology, medical entomology and malacology), microbiology (including virology,
bacteriology and mycology), tropical medicine (including pathology, epidemiology and clinical studies) as well
as basic studies in biochemistry, immunology, molecular biology, cell biology and genetics related to these fields.
Short communications in the form of Research Notes are also considered. Review articles and articles in
Portuguese are only considered by prior agreement with the Editor. Both solicited and unsolicited articles undergo
review and should be written in a concise, clear and direct style.

Manuscripts and figures should be sent in quadruplicate (original and three copies) to the Secretary, Memorias
do Instituto Oswaldo Cruz, Av. Brasil 4365, 21045-900 Rio de Janeiro, RJ, Brasil. Manuscripts must be offered
to the Memorias exclusively and should be typed double-spaced throughout the text, figure captions, references
and notes, with margins of at least 3 cm.

Illustrations (photographs, line drawings, graphs and tables) should be kept to the minimum commensurate with
the need to illustrate particular structures or conditions, to summarize data or to record quantitative results, Details
of results presented in this way should not be repeated in the text. The author should indicate on the margins
of the manuscript his preference as to the approximate placement of the jllustrations in the text.

Figures should be mounted on a manuscript-size sheet. Photographs must be sharply focused, well contrasted,
black and white glossy prints. Photographs and line drawings must be marked on the back with the author’s name,
the figure number and an arrow pointing to the top. If mounted into a plate, the figures should be numbered
consecutively with Arabic numerals. All half-tone plates should be mounted to the exact width of one or two
columns. They will be printed without increase or decrease in size. Magnification must be indicated by a line
or bar in the figure, and referenced, if necessary in the caption (e. g., bar = 1 mm, etc.). Plates and line figures
must fit either 1 column (7 cm) or the full width (14 cm) of the page, and should be shorter than the page length
to allow inclusion of the legend. Legends must be provided on a separate sheet; they should contain enough
information to make them understandable without reference to the text. Letters and numbers on figures should
be of a size that is legible (not less than 2 mm in final form) upon reduction and printing. All lettering, numerals,
etc., for figures and plates should be in Letraset or an equivalent. Type written material even of good quality is
not acceptable,

Tables should supplement, not duplicate, the text. They must be prepared to fit in one or two columns, and should
be numbered with Roman numerals. If a table cannot be typed completely on a single page, typing must be
continued on separate, individual pages. Do not tape paper together, or use oversized paper. Tables and graphs
must be understandable without reference to the text.

Symbols, acronyms and abbreviations (other than standard ones for units of weight, measure, etc.) must not be
used in the titles. They should be explained in full when first mentioned. Metric units must be used consistently.

The manuscript should be arranged in the following order: title, authors’ names, name and address of the
institution, department or laboratory where the work was done, summary, key words, introduction, materials and
methods, results, discussion, acknowledgments (if any), and references. Sponsorships should be mentioned as a
footnote on the first page.

The Summary, up to 200 words, must outline the objective of the study, the methodology, state the conclusion,
and indicate their significance,

The Introduction should set out the purpose of the study, give a brief summary (not a review) of previous
relevant work, and state what new advance has been made in the investigation.

Materials and Methods should briefly give clear and sufficient information to permit the study to be repeated
by others. Standard techniques need only be referenced.

Results should be a concise account of the new information discovered, with the least personal judgment. Tables
and other 1llustrations should be used as appropriate, reduced to a minimum and duly cited in the text.

Discussion should be limited to the significance of the new information and relate the new findings to existing
knowledge. Only unavoidable citations should be included.

References must be accurate. In the text use authors’ sumame and date, e. g., Lutz {1910} or (Lutz, 1910). With
two authors 1t 1s Lutz & Neiva (1912) or (Lutz & Neiva, 1912). When there are more than two authors, only
the first is mentioned: Lutz et al. (1918) or (Lutz et al., 1918). The references at the end of the paper should be
arranged in alphabetical order according to the surname of the first author. Only citations that appear in the text
- should be referenced. Unpublished papers, unless accepted for publication, should not be cited. Each reference



should give the names of all the authors (family name first), followed by the year, then by the title of the paper,
name of the journal, volume number, and first and last pages. More than one reference of the same author should
follow the chronological order. Abbreviations of periodical names must follow the rules of Index Medicus and/
or Biological Abstracts.

Acknowledgements should be short and concise, and restricted to those absolutely necessary.

Short Communications must be written in English, should be brief and direct. Their objective is to communicate
rapidly single results or techniques and will usually be published more quickly than longer papers. They should
occupy no more than two printed pages and contain a maximum of one figure or table. They should not contain
excessive references. References should be cited in the text, in parentheses . . . studied by O. Mangabeira F°
(1942, Mem. Inst. Oswaldo Cruz, 37: 190-201) or . . . as formerly described (G. Faria, 1910, Mem, Inst, Oswaldo
Cruz, 2: 286-292).

In taxonomic papers, Results may be replaced by Description, Redescription, Revision of Taxon, etc., and
Discussion by Remarks.

Authors’ should follow these instructions carefully. Manuscripts that do not conform to these guidelines will not

be reviewed and will be returned to the author for modifications, If a paper requiring revision is not returned to
the Secretary of the Meméorias within two months, the revised paper will be treated as a new article.

Proofs will be sent to authors for correction of printer’s errors. Other changes will not be accepted. Proofs must
be retumed to the Secretary by the stipulated date. Otherwise the publication of the manuscript will be delayed.

Authors will received 30 reprints free. Additional ones will be supplied at cost.

For other details of style the authors should consult and follow the most recent number of the Memorias.
